Dancers will enter as couples. The dance will be danced several times, progressively, depending on the number of entries. Dancers will be judged based on technique, teamwork skills, technical knowledge of the dance and enjoyment! We have introduced this section to encourage dancers to build on their knowledge of the ceili dances and to develop their teamwork skills while having fun. The promenade step in all dances is skip two threes or hop one, two threes NOT simple threes.)
